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This volume was compiled and mimeographed by employees of W. P, A,
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Administration of Arkansas while all supplies, materials, and equioment
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METHODOLOGY, Reports, pamphlets, and mimeographed lists published by
‘State and Federal Departments containing thousands of locations, de-
soriptions, and elevations of bench marks were on flle in the office

of the Arkansas Geological Survey. ' Other reports and bench marks to
complete this file were sent to the Department, upon request, by the
bureaus or commissions issuing them. This information was typed on
white cards (Card No. 1, Exhibit A) and any information not given in the
original source was added after its reliability had been checked. Cards
were then arranged alphabetically in county grouvs and their sequence
then arranged by the distances of the mark from the nearest town.

: There are many towns and community centers in Arkansas not connect-
ed with existing lines of spirit levels. In order to give them a def-
inite altitude, the best available topographic maps were consulted and
an elevation eatimated. In this manner every town or community center
whose name appears in the Rand-McNally pocket map of Arkansas or the

U. S. Postal guide was given an altitude which is marked "Est." in the
text. These elevations were typed on cards (Card No. 2, Exhibit A)

and were distributed throughout the flles in the same manner as the
bench mark cards previously described.

Railroad elevations were taken from station lists or condensed pro-
files furnished by the railroad comvanies. These elevations were typed
on cards (Card No, 3, Exhibit A) and their distribution followed the
usual procedure, :

Elevations and mountain peaks were on file in the office of the Ge-
ological Survey in reports or lists or they were estimated from reliable
topogravhic mava. These elevations were typed on cards (Card No. 4,
Exhibit A) and distributed. ' .

In order to complete this compilation, 258 reports, bulletins,
lists, and maps were consulted and after all information had been tyved
on cards, master county books were -made up. Counties were then grouped
and the compllation was stenclled and mimeographed,

TLevel lines were plotted on large scale state and county maps and
these maps were reduced by photographiec methods and planographed.
Planographing, printing, and binding were done by a commercial vrinting
house, paid for by the Arkansas Geological Survey and were not a part
of the W, P. A. project,

LIMITATIONS OF DATA. All elevations from every reliable source were
included if they represented true elevations above an accented datum
plane. Many reliable profiles and level lines were avallable but they
were referred to assumed datum planes and the bench marks were of such
temporary nature that these data were rejected.

The first official list of elevatlons in Arkansas was
published in 1894 in Volume II of the Annual Report of the
Geological Survey of Arkansas for 1891, by John C. Branner,
State Geologist, A chapter in thet report is entitled,
"Elevations in the State of Arkansas" and contains a list
of 1,935 elevations of cities, towns, post offices and
other points. A seeond list of elevations was published in
1906 in United States Geological Survey Professional Paper
46, "Geology and Underground Water Resources of Northern
Louisiana and Southern Arkansas," by Ae. C. Veatch, This
1ist, which 1s entitled, "Altitudes in Southern Arkansas,"”
gives the elevations of 754 points in 26 counties of the
Gulf Coastal Plain of southern Arkansase :

In view of the continual demand by engineers and
others on the State Geological Survey for elevations through=--
out the state and, as level lines aggregating many thousands
of miles have been run by the United States Coast and Geo-
detic Survey, the United States Geological Survey, the Corps
of Engineers, U, S, Army, the Arkansas Geodetic Survey, the
engineering staffs of many of the rallroads, and by englneers
in private practice, since 1915 the results of which are
published in some 258 reports, many of which are difficult
to secure, it has become apparent that a new list should be
compiled and the published lists brought down to dates. The
present set of nine volumes, which include 14,421 elevations
from reliable sources, is an attempt to provide such a list.
Especial effort has been made to include the elevations of
practically all towns, ecommunity centers, and mountains,

The compilation of the elevations listed in this volume
and the remaining eight volumes of the report was begun in
1929 and continued from time to time through 1930, 1931, and



1932 by the personnel of the Arkansas Geological Survey.

In 1933 the work was considerably expedited by the United
states Coast and Geodetic Survey~Civil Works Administration
"Local Control Surveys"” project in Arkansas under the
direction of the writer and in which 420 men were employed
and many hundreds of new elevations determined.

Through the interest of Captain R. C. Limerick,
Director of Operations of the State Works Progress Adminis~
tration, personnel has been supplied for the completion of
the work. In October 1935, the work began to take final
form under Project Supervisor Carroll Allison and was later
brought to completion under Supervisor Ggorge A. Rogers.

DATUM PLANES

The datum plane to which each elevation 1s referred is
noted under each elevation description given. However, only



two reference dabtbum planes are used in nearly all instances in
the present volumes. These are (1) "Mean Sea Level" as deter-
mined by the 1929 General Adjustment of the First Order Level
Net by the United States Coast and Geodetic Survey and (2)
"Mean Gulf Level" as determined by the Mississippi River Com=-
mission in 1899, The first is used for sll elevations deter=
mined by the United States Coast and Geodetic Survey, the
United States Geological Survey, the Arkansas Geodetic Survey
and a few others. The second is used for the elevations deter-
mined by the Corps of Engineer, United States Army, principally
in eastern Arkansas and in areas subject to flood by the
Mississippil River and its tributaries,

The difference between the published elevations based on
the two datum planes is never greater than .4 foot in Arkansas
and is not the same at all points,

The term "mean sea level” 1s often used rather broadly by
engineers without much thought as to its true meaning. Theo=
retically, mean sea level is the level the sea would assume if
all effects of wind and tide were eliminated. If we assume
this theoretical level to conform to that of the ideal curva-
ture of the earth on the Atlantic Ocean, the Pacific Ocean and
the Gulf of Mexico, we would have an ideal ™mean sea lovels"
However, the United States Coast and Geodetic Survey, from re-
sults obtained by running 60,000 miles of precise level lines
in the United States and from 20,000, miles of precise level
lines by the Geodetic Survey of Canada, and many vears of ob-
serving 26 tide gages, has arrived at the conclusion that this
ideal condition does not exlst,

The following tables show the relative position of the
Gulf of Mexico and Atlantic and Facific Ocean levels at a few
of the principal tide gaging stations, always assuming that
the actual mean of the tide reading at Galveston, Texas repre-
sents the "ldeal mean sea level," The plus signs indicate
that the sea 1s higher than at Galveston, Texas, the minus
signs indicate that 1t is lower. '

Thus 1t 1s seen that there is actually lack of perfect conform-
ity to the "ideal mean sea level" and if the sea occupied the
gpace now occupied by the North American Continent and held

its relative level as indicated by the tide gage readings, the
surface of the sea at mean tide would be slightly warped in-
stead of conforming to the ideal curvature of the earths

With the adoption of the 1929 General Adjustment of the
First Order Level Net of the United States Coast and Geodetic
Survey these observed differences of the acutal sea level
were absorbed into the net by adjusting the elevations of the
intersections of lines between gaging stations in proportion
to their distances from gaging stations, All elevations
were then adjusted to the nearest intersections, the result-
ing datum being the "Mean Sea Level," which is one of the
data used in this publication, The methods used in determine
ing this datum are discussed in debtail in an article, "The
1929 Adjustment of the Level Net," by H, H, Rappleye, of the
United States Coast and Geodetic Survey, which appeared in
the "Military Engineer," NovembereDecember, 1932, and in the
Unlted States Coast and Geodebic Survey Special Publication
Nos 166, "Geodetic Operations in United States," January 1,
1927 to December 31, 19293 by Wm.
