overhead. It becomes apparent, therefore, that the net profit which
has accrued to the oll and gas producing industry in the proven fields

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HISTORY OF DEVELOPMENT

0il and pas prospecting in Arkansas has been largely controlled
by the preogressive discovery of the various. oil and gas fields. From
1887 to 1920, only gas had been found within the state, four fields
having been discovered in western Arkansas.  Tollowing the discovery
of 0il in southern Arkensas in 1920, the state entered into a psriod
of rapid development of its oil fields, and, from that year to 1937,
19 such fields had been dizcovered. The oil filelds of Nevada, Oua-
ciiita, and Union counties have produced considerable amounts of gas
but the value of the gas has not been a factor of major importance
compared with the value of the oil, From 1920 to 1937, 11 new gas
fields were discovered in western Arkansas,

Table 3 shows chronologically the discovery dates of the several
oil and gas fields of the state, Table 2 and Figure 6 show the number
of 0il and gas wells and dry holes drilled from 1885 to 1936, inclu-
sive. Figure 2 shows the locations of all wells drilled in the state
outside of the 188 sections of land on which information is not given
in this publication.

The first test well drilled in Arkansas, of which we have defi-
nite record, was eompleted in 1887 by the Choctaw 01l & Gas Cormpany,
near North 16th and I Streets in Fort Smith. The total depth was
1,400 feet and a little gas was found at 1,300 feet. The well ‘was:4
Inches in dlameter. In 1889, the same company drilled a second well,
in  sec. 2, T. 7 H., R, 32 W., Sebastian County, to a total depth of
2,870 feet. Gas was encountered at 1,250, 1,600, and 2,100 feet. In
1889, a third well was drilled by the same company at Worth 7th and
K.Streets in Fort Smith, to a total depth of 2,000 feet, Only one

thin gas sand was encountered. In 18C9, a fourth well was drilled in
Sebastian County, by Harry E. Kellev, in ssc. i, T, 7 K., R, 31 ¥., to
a total depth of £,780 feet. A small amount of gas was obtained at
1,250 feet and gas and sore oil were reported at 1,800 feet, Y¥one of
these four wells was cormercially productive. ,

In 1802, the Choctaw Oil & Gas Compeny corpleted two commercial
gas wells near liansfield, Sebastian County, in Lot 7, sec. 1, T. 4 N.,
R. 81 ¥. ~ These were the Duncan No, 2, drilled to a total depth of
1,125 feet, with an initial production of 960,000 cubic feet, and the
Duncan ¥o. 5, drilled to a total depth of 1,050 feet, with an initial
production of 400,000 cubic feet, The gas field thus found (the Mans-
fleld fleld) was the  first discovered in the state. Following this,
the Iiassard Prairie fisld was discovered mear Fort Smith in 1904,
Since that year, 13 additional gas fields have been discovered in
western Arkansas,

011 was first discovered in Arkansas 4in S, S, Hunter's Lester &
Haltom No. 1 well, which was completed on April 10, 1920, in sec. 13,
T. 15 8., R. 19 W., Ouachita County. The well was drilled to 2,124
feet and wds never a commercial producer, although some.oil was bailed
from it. Gas was first dilscovered in southern Arkansas on April 22,
1920, when the Constantin 0il Company - completed its Hill No. 1 well,
in sec, 12, T, 18 8., R, 16 V., Union County, to a depth of 2,243 feet
with an estimated daily flow of 60,000,000 cubic feet, The Hunter and
Constantin wells did not attract a great deal of attention, and it was
not until January 10, 1921, when Kitchell & Busey's ‘Armgtrong No, 1
well, drilled to.a depth of 2,233 feet, in sec. 31, T, 17 3., R, 15 W,
Union. County, ylelded from 15,000,000 to 35,000,000 cubic feet of gas '
and from 3,000 to 10,000 barrels of oil and waber per day, that pro-
gressive oll ‘development began in the state. There are now 15 gas
fields in western Arkensas and 19 oil and gas fields in southern Ark-
ansas, making a total of 34 fields. :

The combined acreégé of the 19 o0il ‘and gas fields in southern
Arksnsas is 49,625 and that of the 15 gas fields 1in wesbtern Arkansas

‘is 2,810. The aggregate productive acreage is, therefore, 52,435 or

82 square miles. Figures 3 and 4 show the lLocations of these fields.

The discovery of oil and gas at 4,897 feet in the Lion 0il Refin-
ing Company's J, D, Reynolds No. 1 well, drilled in sec. 27, T. 15 8.,
R. 15 W., Ouachita County, to a total depth of 4,926 feet, and the re-
cent discovery of oll and gas at 5,544 feet, in the Lion 0il Refining
Company's Edna MNorgan No. 1 well, drilled in sec. 18, T. 18 S., R. 17
W., Union County, to a total depth of 5,599 feet, doubtless will ini-
tlate a period of deep drilling in Arkansas and may lead to the dis-
covery of important new flelds,

Ihe deepest well drilled 1in the state is the Gulf Refining Com-
pany of Loulsiana's Louis Werner No. 49 well, drilled 4in sec. 5, 1.
16 5., R. 16 W,, Unlon County, to a total depth of 7,975 feet. The
deepest well drilled in western Arkansas 4is the Blackwell 0il & Gas
Company's Wimn WNo. 1 well, located in sec. 21, T, 9 M., R. 25 W,
Johnson County, with a depth of 5,597 feet. )

There are at present 60 wells in southern Arkansas and 14 wells
in western Arkansas which have depths in excess of 4,000 feet.
