Dear Governor Futrell:

The first official l1list of elevations in Arkansas was
published in 1894 in Volume II of the Annual Report of the
Geological Survey of Arkansas for 1891, by John C. Branner,
State Geologist. A chapter in that report is entitled,
"Elevations in the State of Arkansas" and contains a 1list
of 1,935 elevations of cities, towns, post offices and
other pointss A second list of elevations was published in
1906 in United States Geological Survey Professional Paper
46, "Geology and Underground Water Resources of Northern
Louisiana and Southern Arkansas," by A, C. Veatch. This
list, which is entitled, "Altitudes in Southern Arkansas,"
gives the elevations of 754 points in 26 counties of the
Gulf Coastal Plain of southern Arkansas.

In view of the continual demand by engineers and
others on the State Geclogical Survey for elevations through-
out the state and, as level lines aggregating many thousands
of miles have been run by the United States Coast and Geo=
detic Survey, the United States Geological Survey, the Corps
of Engineers, U, S, Army, the Arkansas Geodetic Survey, the
engineering staffs of many of the railroads, and by engineers
in private practice, since 1915 the results of which are
published in some 258 reports, many of which are difficult
to secure, it has become apparent that a new list should be
compiled and the published lists brought down to datee The
present set of nine volumes, which includec 14,421 elevations
from reliable sources, is an attempt to provide such a list,
Especial effort has been made to include the elevations of
practically all towns, community centers, and mountains,

The compilation of the elevations listed in this volume

and the remaining eight volumes of the report was begum in
1929 and continued from time to time through 1930, 1931, and



1932 by the personnel of the Arkancas Geological Survey,

In 1933 the work was considerably expedited by the United
States Coast and Geodetic Survey=Civil Works Administration
"Local Control Surveys" project in Arkansas under the
direction of the writer and in which 420 men were employed
and many hundreds of new elevations determined,

Through the interest of Captain R, C, Limerick,
Director of Operations of the State Works Progress Adminis-
tration, personnel has been supplied for the completion of
the worke In October 1935, the work began to take final
form under Project Supervisor Carroll Allison and was later
brought to completion under Supervisor Ceorge A, Rogers,

ARRANGEMENT OF VOLUMES

The 1list of elevations in Arkansas which has recently
been completed by the Arkansas Geological Survey with the
assistance of personnel supplied by the Works Progress Admin-

- Istration contains the elevations of 14,421 points in Arkan-
sas. For convenience in publication and use by engincers and
others, tho report has been divided into nine (9) volumes,
each of which contains elevations in a single group of coun-
ties. The numbers of the volumes and the corresponding coun-
ties for which elevations are listed are as follows:

DATUM PLANES

The datum plane to which each elevation is referred is
; noted under each elevation description given. However, only

two reference datum plancs are used in nearly all instances in
the present volumes. Thesc are (1) "Mean Sea Level" as deter-
mined by the 1929 General Adjustment of the Pirst Order Level
Net by the United Stetes Coast and Geodetic Survey and (2}
"Meon Gulf Levcl" os detormined by the Mississirei River Come
mission in 1837. The first is used for all olevatlions doter-
mincd by the United States Coast and Gendotic Survey, the
United States CGoological Survey, the Arkansas Geodebic Survey
and a few others. The sccond is used for the clevations detor-
mined by the Corwvs of Engincer, United States Army, principally
in oastorn Arkansas and ir areas subject to flood by the
Mississiprpi River and its tributarics.

The difforence betwoon the publishod elovations based on
the two datum planes 1s never greater than .4 font in Arkensas
and is not the same at all points.

The term "moan sea lovel" 1s often used rathor broadly by
engincors without wmuch thousht as_to its truc meaning. Theo-
retically, mean sca level is the level the soa would assume
if all effocts of wind and tide were eliminated. If we assume
this theoretical level to conform to that of the ideal curva-
ture of the certh on the Atlantic Ocean, the Paciflc Occan and
the Gulf of Mexico, we would have an idoal "menn sos lovel."
However, thc United States Conast and Geoodetiz Survey, from ro-
sults obtained by running 62,000 miles of procise level lines
in thce United States and from 20,000 milcs of preocise level
lines hy the Geodetic Survey of Cenada, and many yoars of obe
sorving 26 tide gages, has arrived at the conclusion that this
ldeal condition docs nobt exist.

The following tablces show the relative position of the
Gulf of Mexico and Atlantic and Pacific Occan levels at a few
of the principal tide gaging stations, always assuming that
the actual mean of the tide rcading at Galveston, Texas repro-
sents the "idcal mcan sca level." ~ Tho plus signs indicate
that the sea is higher than at Galveston, Texas, the minus
signs indicatc thet 1t 1s lower.

! First Order Level Net of the United States Coast and Geodetie
] - Survey these observed differences of the actual sea level
were absorbed into the net by adjusting the elevations of the
intersections of lines between gaging stations in proportion
to their distances from the gaging stations. All elevations
were then adjusted to the nearest intersections, the result-
ing datum being the "Mean Sea Level," which is one of the
data used in this publication. The methods used in determin-
ing this datum are discussed in detail in an article, "The
1929 Adjustment of the Level Net," by H, H., Rappleye, of the
_ United States Coast and Geodetic Survey, which appeared in
i - the "Military Engineer," November-December, 1932, and in the
United States Coast and Geodetic Survey Special Publication
No. 166, "Geodetic'Operations in-United States," January 1,
1927 to December 31, 1929; by Wm. Bowle, and Special Publica-
tion No., 140 of the United States: Coast and Geodetic Survey
entitled "Manual of First=Order Leveling® by Henry C. Avers,

"Mean Gulf Level" is the dstum used by the Corps of
Engineers, United States Army, which was adopted by the
Mississippi River Commission, June 21, 1899, and is based on
. a five year record of the automatic tide gage at Biloxi,
| ‘Mississippi. Several railroads have also used this datum.

i Due to the fact that only one gaging station was used in de-

: termining this datum, the "warp" or "tilt" of the level of the
sea, 1s not consldered and the olevations given above the
. "Mean Gulf Level" are actually the vertical distances above
the mean of the tide at Biloxi, corrected only for normal
earth curvature. Consequently, the differences between "Mean
Sca Level" and "Mean Gulf Level" are not constant in differ-
ent arcas. For example, at Memphis, Tenncssee, elevations
obtained from "Mean Gulf Level" are 0.294 feet higher than
. _those obtaincd from "Mean Sea Level," while at Helena, Ark-
! ansas, those obtained from "Mean Gulf Level" are 0.099 feet
k- higher than those obtailned from "Mean Sea Level," In the de-
% tailed descriptions of authorities a conversion factor, if it

is known, is noted.

The Cairo, Memphis and Vicksburg datum planes, formerly
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used by the Mississippl River Commission in lieu of more accu-
rate information, were considered as temporary only. Both
were finally abandoned in 1930 and the Corps of Engineers,
United States Army, now refer all of their elevetions to the
"Mean Gulf Level" datum.

The leveling onerations conducted by tke “orprs of Fngi-
neers, United States LArmy, under the jurisdictior. of <“he
Mississipri River Commission, are of a high order ol accuracy
and have been uced in their studies of the laads suviect o
flood along the Miss’ssionil River and its tributaries. This
leveling wecs not incluced as a whole, in the 1929 Geuneral
Adjustment. It is to be hoped that in the future connections
may be made between all of the United States Corps of Engineers
lines and those of the Coast and Geodetic Survey, and adjust-
ments made so that eventually the "Mean Gulf Level" datum can
be abandoned and all elevations in the United States and Canada
referred to one datum, i.e., "Mean Sees Level," 1929 adjustment.

ARKANSAS AUTHORITIES USED

United Scvates Coast and Geodetic Survey

Of first importunce is the First Order Level Net of the
United States of the Coast and Geodetic Survey, compnrising
2,000 miles of first order accuracy levels and 550 miles of
second order accuracy levels in Arkansas. This is .acluded in
the 1929 General Adjustment and referred to the "Meun Sea Level"
datum. The elevations determined are given in this publica-
tion. Additional second order lines with partially comnleted
areas, in which the level lines are spaced at intervals of 72
miles, were exccuted in 1935, The elevations determined by
this latter survey are not yet available.

United States Geological Survey

In mappiag 74, 16 and 30 minute quadritgles in Arkansas,
the United States Geological Survey, has completed many hun-
dreds of miles of levels to supply the necessary vertical con-
trols Thousands of permanent and temporary bench merks have
been established by this agency and their descriptions and ele
vations are referred to "Mean Sea Level" and are listed in
this publication.

Corns of Enginccrs, United States Army

Acting under the authority of the Mississipni River Com-
mission, the Corps of Enginecrs, United States Army, have ex-
ecuted many hundreds of miles of levels of first and third
order accuracy along the Mississipni River and its tributa-
ries. This work was done under the direction of the lemphis,
Tennessee, and Vicksburg, Mississippi, district offices. A1l
bench marks placed by this agency have been described and cle-
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vationﬁ given. ' These elevations are referred to "Mean Gulf
Level.

ﬁrkansas Geodetic Survey

Leveling and traverse operations were performed during
the winter of 1933-1934 by the Civil Works Administration
under the auspices of the United States Coast and Geodetic
Survey. This work is of third order accuracy and is re-
ferred to the "Mean Sea Level" datum. A considerable num-
ber of these elevations are given.

Railroad Elevations

Elevations were obtained from all of the major rail-
roads operating in Arkansas which, for the most part, are
given. 1In some cases condensed profiles were available while
in others lists of depots were given . with a track elevation
for each depot. Although the reference datum of some of
these elevations is not certain, all available information is
given in the detailed description of the authority.

Estimated Elevations

The elevations of towns, community centenrs, and mountains,
where no bench marks arc located, were taken from the topo-
graphic gquadrangle maps published by the United States Geolo-
gical Survey, the Corps of Enginecers, United States Army, or
from the state topographic map published by the Arkansas
Geological Survey. In all cases these elevations are shown
as "estimated," mand are referred to the datum used on the map
from which the elevations were estimated.
